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We invite proposals that investigate how border crossings have 
affected the shape of our field, our institutions, and our global 
WAC conversations. For example, proposals might focus on how 
working with other disciplines and their media has influenced 
our theories of composing and communicating; how 
communicating across local (e.g. K-16), national  and 
international borders is changing our definitions of disciplinary 
writing as well as our teaching and collaborative practices; how 
we translate what we do so that students, academic staff, 
administration, and those outside our institutions support the 
scholarship and curricular reform we promote.
